The student’s family applies for assistance through the
pastor or principal and is placed on a list, ranked
according to greatest need. Donors are allowed to give
at any level. One hundred percent of the donor’s gift
goes toward student’s tuition bill, with no funds being
used for administrative costs. All gifts go directly to the
school.
